The “drip loop” is the part of the cord below the level
of the receptacle, or the connector if an extension
cord is used, to prevent water travel along the cord
and coming in contact with the receptacle.If the plug
or the receptacles do get wet, DON'T unplug the cord.
Disconnect the fuse to the circuit breaker that supplies
power to the appliance. Then unplug and examine for
the presence of water in the receptacle.

2. Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is
used by or near children. DRIP LOOP

3. To avoid injury, do not contact moving parts or hot parts
such as heaters, reflectors, lamp bulbs, etc.

4. Always unplug an appliance from the outlet when not in use, before putting on or taking off
parts, and before cleaning.
